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PROVISIONAL ANNOTATED AGENDA
1.
OPENING OF THE SESSION
The fourteenth session of the Commission for Aeronautical Meteorology (CAeM) will open in Hong Kong, China on 3 February 2010.  Information on material arrangements for the session is provided in CAeM-XIV/INF. 1.

2. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION

2.1
Consideration of the report on credentials

Regulations 20 to 23 of the General Regulations (2007 edition) relate to this item.  The list of persons attending the session will be made available, in accordance with Regulation 22, as soon as possible after the opening ceremony.  This list will be based on the credentials received by the Secretary-General before the session and those handed to the Secretary-General’s representative at the session.


In order to enable the Secretariat to send the documentation relating to the session
 in advance, directly to the representatives of Members who will attend, it is desirable that the Secretariat of the Organization should be notified, as long before the opening of the session as possible, of the names of the persons who will constitute the delegations.  This preliminary notification may be dispensed with if the credentials are sent to the Secretary-General sufficiently in advance of the session.

2.2
Approval of the agenda

Regulation 190 of the General Regulations indicates the items which should normally be included in the provisional agenda.  The version submitted to the session for approval will include the first provisional agenda (distributed herewith) and any other items submitted in accordance with sub-paragraph (7) of Regulation 190 by the President of the Organization, the Executive Council, other Commissions, Associations, the United Nations and Members.

In accordance with Regulation 189, additional items for the agenda may be forwarded to the Secretariat before the session, but preferably not later than one month in advance.  Explanatory memoranda should accompany such proposals.  The Members concerned should also provide documents on the additional items that they proposed. 

By virtue of Regulation 192, in the course of the session, the agenda may be amended at any time.

2.3
Establishment of committees
Regulations 22 and 24 indicate that each technical commission may establish, for the duration of its session, a Credentials Committee, a Nomination Committee, a Drafting Committee, a Coordination Committee and such other committees, as it deems necessary.  Regulations 22 and 26 to 31 contain indications relating to the functions of such committees.

The Commission will decide when dealing with agenda item 2.1 whether or not a Credentials Committee should be established.

In order to facilitate the election of officers, it is normal practice to set up a Nomination Committee.

Though the regulations provide for the establishment of a Drafting Committee for drawing up the text of the decisions to be taken by the session, experience acquired during past sessions of technical commissions shows that the most expedient method is for each committee or sub-committee to establish its own arrangements for drafting the report to plenary.  Particular attention is drawn to Regulation 27, which stipulates that the decisions of the constituent bodies shall be adopted in their final form during the session.

In order to ensure a proper coordination of the activities of the session, it is usual practice to set up a Coordination Committee as specified in Regulation 28.

Experience at other sessions of technical commissions has shown that it is useful to establish a committee for selecting experts to serve as members of the working groups (or similar bodies) established by the session or as rapporteurs.  Such a committee may be composed of several delegates and a representative of the WMO Secretariat.

The technical work of the previous sessions of CAeM has been carried out by two working committees with only one committee working at a time having simultaneous interpretation.  The PINK reports of working committees were further considered by the plenary meetings.  Experience obtained from recent sessions of WMO constituent bodies (CAS-XV, RAs II, IV and VI and EC-LXI) demonstrated the feasibility of conducting the whole session exceptionally in plenary meetings without establishment of working committees.  It has been suggested by the president of CAeM to conduct CAeM-XIV in plenary meetings divided into 3 sessions:

· General Plenary, chaired by the president, to examine agenda items 1 to 3, 6, 4.3 and 8 to 15;

· Plenary A to examine agenda items 4.1 and 5;

· Plenary B to examine agenda items 4.2 and 7.

Two co-chairpersons will be invited to assist the president in chairing Plenaries A and B. 

2.4
Other organizational matters

Under this item, the Commission may wish to examine details relating to the organization of the session not dealt with under items 2.1 to 2.3 above, such as the working hours of the meetings.  Attention is also invited to the decision made by the Executive Council at its fiftieth session that no minutes of plenary meetings of sessions of technical commissions should be prepared unless otherwise decided for special items.


In addition to scientific lectures traditionally given at sessions of the Commission, a one-and a half day Technical Conference on ‘The future of Aviation Meteorology: Evolution or Revolution?` will be held at the same location embedded during the Commission’s session on Friday 5 February afternoon and Saturday 6 February.  The outcome of this Conference will be considered under agenda item 4.


In order to facilitate a wider discussion by all Members while respecting the short time available at the Commission session, a pre-session discussion forum on a website kindly hosted by the Hong Kong Observatory, has been established on http://forum.14.caem.wmo.int/eforum/ , and Members have been informed about access and use of this discussion forum.


This forum will be available until the beginning of December 2009, when the Secretariat will attempt to encompass the comments and feedback to the documents presented at this forum in a final edited version.

3. REPORT BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE COMMISSION


This report will refer to the activities of the Commission since its thirteenth session (Geneva, Switzerland, November 2006) as well as to the new developments in aeronautical meteorology.  Under the same item, the president will report on activities of the CAeM Management Group and other appropriate items.  The Commission normally has a general discussion of the presidential report during a plenary meeting and refers any points requiring detailed study, or subsequent action by the Commission, for consideration under later agenda items.

4. REPORTS BY THE Chairs of Expert Teams and Rapporteurs of Regional AssociationS
The session will receive and review reports on progress and achievements in implementing the Aeronautical Meteorology Programme through activities carried out by Expert Teams on the New terminal Forecast (ET-NTF), the Expert Team on Education and Training (ET‑ET), and the Expert Team on Customer Relations (ET-CR), as well as the co-chair of the joint CAeM-CBS Expert Team on Operational Data Representation.  Detailed Reports of the Rapporteurs on the Aeronautical Meteorology Programme in the regional associations will be provided as Background Material, and a summary report highlighting proposed actions and cross-cutting issues for all Regions will be provided by the Secretary-General. 

4.1
Expert Team Reports


Consideration of this agenda item will be organized through discussions of the report of the ET co-chairs, as well as discussions on the following issues: training and education, including development of new standards for qualification and competency of personnel; performance measurement and verification of products; the prototype of a New Terminal Forecast, improvements to aviation forecasts and warnings and user focus, governance and partnership in providing services to civil aviation.  The session will be invited in particular to identify priorities for the next period of the Commission.

4.2
Report on the regional aspects of meteorological services to aviation

The Commission will be informed on progress and problems in the delivery of services to cvil aviation in the different regions, in particular in developing countries, and will be discussing emerging requirements for regionally based services in warnings for aviation.
4.3 Report of the Technical Conference


The president will provide a brief report of the results and conclusions of the Technical Conference on the subject: “Aviation Meteorology: Evolution or Revolution?”.
5.
TRAINING AND QUALIFICATION IN AERONAUTICAL METEOROLOGY

The Commission will be informed about progress made in providing both classroom–type training and web-based training material since 2006, and will be invited to provide guidance and direction for the development of new standards in qualifications and competency of aeronautical meteorological personnel in line with expected updates of the WMO Documents No. 258 and No. 49 in this respect.

6.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

The Commission shall elect a president and a vice-president to hold office until the end of the next session of the Commission.  Details regarding eligibility and procedures for election are given in Regulations 11 and 79 to 89 of the General Regulations, as well as in Resolution 37 (Cg‑XI).

7.
COOPERATION WITH OTHER BODIES AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS


The meeting will be informed about cooperation with other WMO Technical Commissions and with ICAO.  Relationships with other international organizations, such as ASECNA, EUROCONTROL, IAOPA, IATA and IFALPA will be reviewed by the session. 


In particular, issues of regional advisories for improved SIGMET provision, the plans for migration of OPMET data exchange to XML-based weather exchange models, the mutual effects of aviation and climate change and the new gridded data for significant weather parameters will be addressed.  Furthermore, issues of user focus, governance and partnership with all aviation stakeholders will be discussed by the session.

8.
NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN AERONAUTICAL METEOROLOGY

Under this agenda item, the Commission will be invited to discuss the prototype of the New Terminal Forecast and its relevance for different regions and air space density, based on information also from the two cutting-edge Air Traffic Management projects SESAR (Europe) and Next Gen (USA).  Under this item, the verification of products such as TAF will be deliberated under the aspect of the imminent requirement to implement and operate a recognized Quality Management System for services to aviation.  A report from the very successful Pilot Project on the implementation of QMS in the United Republic of Tanzania will demonstrate the viability of this implementation in a least developed country as an example for many Members in a similar situation.  Finally, the emerging question of the provision of a new service on the influence of “Space Weather”, i.e. the impact of solar and cosmic radiation on communication and health of passengers and crew in particular for polar flight routes, will be discussed.

9.
PLANS AND PRIORITIES - WMO STRATEGIC AND OPERATIONAL PLANS AND THE WORK OF CAeM

The session will review how the work plan and deliverables of the Commission are to be aligned and harmonized with the overall WMO Strategic and Operational Plans.

10.
CAeM STRUCTURE - ESTABLISHMENT OF EXPERT and Implementation 
TEAMS 

Since the previous session, the activities of CAeM have been organized under small and task-focused expert teams and rapporteurs established by the previous CAeM-XIII session.  The session will be invited to review the structure of the Commission, and agree on any modifications felt necessary to support the effective and efficient delivery of the work programme proposed under the previous agenda item.  Nomination of experts to represent CAeM on other constituent body structures can also be made under this agenda item.  Regulations 32, 34, 35 and 37 define the applicable procedures.

11.
REVIEW OF PREVIOUS RESOLUTIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS


In accordance with Regulation 190 of the General Regulations, the Commission will be invited to review its resolutions and recommendations adopted before the current session as well as relevant resolutions of the Executive Council, with a view to deciding which of them should be kept in force.  In order to facilitate the consideration of this agenda item, the Secretary-General will submit a document containing a detailed explanation of the procedure to be followed and will make suggestions concerning the action to be taken on each of such resolutions and recommendations.

12. 
SCIENTIFIC LECTURES
Under this item, Dr Neil Gordon (New Zealand) will provide a scientific lecture on the subject of “THORPEX, the Severe Weather Forecast Demonstration Project and their Future Implications for Meteorological Services to Aviation".
13.
ANY OTHER MATTERS


Members of the Commission may propose other items relevant to the terms of reference of the Commission for discussions under this agenda item. However, advance notification to the president of the Commission about plans to submit such items would be highly appreciated.

14.
DATE AND PLACE OF THE FIFTEENTH SESSION


Regulations 186 to 188 of the General Regulations are relevant to this item.
15.
CLOSURE OF THE SESSION


The fourteenth session of the Commission is scheduled to close on Wednesday 10 February 2010.
