— to provide critical new information on forecast uncertainty of
high impact weather like typhoon, high temperature and
mugginess, heavy rain and thunderstorms etc;

— to conduct the qualitative and limited quantitative evaluations of
the societal and economic impacts and benefits of the
E2010RDP weather service products, in particular, through
applications in the Shanghai MHEWS,;
