The representatives of National Meteorological Services, including those of Regional Specialized Meteorological Centres with specialization in Atmospheric Transport Modelling (RSMC-ATM) and RTH Offenbach, are invited to provide written reports and briefings to the meeting on their respective responses and experiences in relation to the Fukushima Daiichi NPP accident and emergency, with the view of identifying issues and possible improvements to the operational procedures associated with the Regional and Global Arrangements (WMO Manual on the GDPFS (WMO-No. 485)).   Representatives of RSMCs/RTH should include in their reports the roles they played, as WMO regional centres as well as within their national nuclear emergency response organizations and operations.

The IAEA is invited to provide an overview of relevant “lessons learned” that have been identified so far for international organizations.
