Paul Davies is the Chief Hydro Meteorologist for England and Wales and Deputy Head of the new Flood Forecasting Centre in London, I have a wealth of knowledge and experience in weather forecasting and warning delivery.
The Centre, which went live on 1 April this year, is a partnership between the Environment Agency and the Met Office, combining their meteorology and hydrology expertise to forecast for river, tidal and coastal flooding as well as extreme rainfall which may lead to surface water flooding.
From 2003-2007, I was Chief Forecaster at the Met Office (MO), responsible for the management of the National Severe Weather Warning Service in the UK and MO operational forecasts. 
I was also Advisor to the Windstorm section of PREVIEW (a European Commission FP6 Integrated Project for natural and industrial risk management) as well as MeteoAlarm (A European National Met Service collaborative warning service) and I’m currently a member of the WMO expert group on disaster management.

My training will focus on how best to interpret model guidance and what it means to you as operational forecasters.
