· International Polar Year (IPY)

The IPY activities relevant for CBS will be presented. The meeting will be invited to ensure that the legacy of these activities has been properly taken into account and, if necessary, recommend specific actions to be undertaken.

· Quality Management Framework (QMF)

The meeting will be invited to discuss activities that should be undertaken by the Commission in the frame of the WMO QMF to support the Members and to ensure coordination with the other Commissions on the general aspects of the QMF.
· World Weather Research Programme (WWRP), including THORPEX

The meeting will be informed of recent developments of the WWRP, in particular of THORPEX, and will be invited to assess any specific action that might be necessary to ensure optimal collaboration.
