This document provides an update on the WWW Global Data-Processing and Forecasting System including Emergency Response Activities since the last meeting of the CBS Management Group.

Status of the activities of the OPAG on Data-Processing and Forecasting System (DPFS) 

1.
Significant progress has been made by the OPAG on DPFS since the last Management Group meeting in May 2007, including the work on Extended and Long-range Forecasting, Very Short-range Forecasting, Emergency Response Activities, and Severe Weather Forecasting through the Severe Weather Forecasting Demonstration Project (SWFDP) Steering Group and the SWFDP RA I Regional Subproject Management Team.  

2. 
The first subproject of the SWFDP (6 countries in RA I) has been completed, with generally very positive feed-back. The Steering Group which met in March 2008 recommended two new subprojects in RA III and V, and the extension of the RA I subproject to the SADC countries. It also recommended enlarging the scope of the project to a joint DPFS – PWS undertaking, in close cooperation with the DRR programme.

3.
Considerable progress has been made, jointly with CCl, on the criteria and tasks attached to the new function of Regional Climate Centre, 

4.
Prospective members of the Coordination Group on verification recommended at CBS Ext-(06) have been approached, and work on the updating of the “WMO Standard Scores” has started informally in view of a proposal to the DPFS ICT in the autumn and then to CBS-XIV.
