WMO Integrated Global Observing System WIGOS
1. Reference is made to the Fifth Session of the CBS OPAG on Integrated Observing Systems’ Implementation and Coordination Team (ICT-IOS-5) (15-18 September 2008) where the WIGOS concept approved by Cg-XV and follow-up activities by the EC Working Group (WG) on WIGOS and WIS, as well as EC-LX guidance were presented. 
2. The ICT-IOS-5 was informed that EC-LX adopted the WIGOS Concept of Operations (CONOPS) as well as the draft of the WIGOS Development and Implementation Plan (WDIP) and urged Members, Regional Associations and Technical Commissions to actively collaborate in the implementation of WDIP. 
3. The status of each of five WIGOS Pilot Projects (PPs) and their planning was also described in detail. CBS has been involved in the planning of all PPs. As a primary function of the Pilot Projects is to emphasize the role and contribution of technical commissions into WIGOS, CBS should specify its guidance regarding the scope, duration, reporting mechanism, etc., as recommended by ICT-IOS-5. Based on the experiences gained from them, CBS should formulate its input into regular updates of CONOPS and WDIP. 
4. The outcomes and recommendations of the ICT-IOS-5 for CBS’s activities relevant to WIGOS are discussed in detail under the Agenda Item 5.1. The CBS-XIV session should take them into account when considering impact of WIGOS concept and initiative on the OPAG-IOS Working Structure.
5. ICT-IOS-5 agreed that CBS should play the leading role in WIGOS development and implementation. CBS-MG should respond with a relevant proposal of the CBS future working structure that would allow an optimal involvement and representation of CBS in WIGOS development and implementation. Terms of Reference (TOR) of its Expert Teams and Rapporteurs should reflect, in due course, their potential involvement in WIGOS. 
6. When considering the future composition of the ETs, recommendation of EC-LX (Annex to Resolution 4 (EC-LX) VOLUNTEERISM IN THE WORK OF TECHNICAL COMMISSIONS AND REGIONAL ASSOCIATIONS) as per nominations, performance monitoring and recognition in order to improve the current situation with volunteerism, especially the declining number of active volunteers should be taken into account. It would enable CBS to address its leading role in WIGOS activities as endorsed by EC-LX.
