LC-DNV web site
1.1 Preliminary version

An initial temporary version of the LC-DNV was introduced in July 2011 at
http://www.ecmwf.int/products/forecasts/wmolcdnv/

This included the information about the changes to the verification procedures. 
The site also contained a set of example plots using old scores to give an indication of the type of plots that are planned for the operational site. Comments were invited from CG-FV members and NWP centres participating in the current exchange of scores.

1.2 Test site with interactive score plotting

The  new test site for the LC-DNV has been available from January 2012 at
http://apps-test.ecmwf.int/wmolcdnv/

The site shows a range of plots of the scores that are exchanged between centres, based on those we have collected in recent years. We have also included for ECMWF recent scores calculated using the new procedures.
There are a few interactive features on the plots:

· zoom (e.g. to show timeseries for different range of years)

· switch each centre on/off on plots

· choice of area, score, parameter, ...

· click to show values

The site also includes a selection of plots of the scores computed at ECMWF for precipitation - SEEPS and a few others for comparison. They are shown for the ECMWF model and other centres whose precipitation forecast fields have been provided to ECMWF.
A new email address was introduced for comments and questions on anything to do with the Lead Centre: wmolcdnv@lists.ecmwf.int
Following feedback from members of the CG-FV a number of changes have since been added. The main change is to give users the option to save "personalised" versions of the plots, for example just containing the scores for their favourite centres. To do this we have had to introduce a login so that the system will remember the users’ preferences.

Login accounts have been provided to CGFV members. If you login and go to one of the scores pages, e.g.

http://apps-test.ecmwf.int/wmolcdnv/scores/time_series/msl

you will see menu button just above the plot "save as my plot": customise the plot (e.g. choose score/region/timestep, ..., then click on "save as my plot" and this configuration will be saved for later - look under "My scores" on the far left (below the WMO logo) to find your saved plots (you can have several)
