DISCUSSION

DATA NEEDS FOR PRODUCING GLOBAL LRF

The Meeting will review the data needs for global LRF, in particular for specific land surface data, like soil moisture and also for ocean sub-surface data.  The results of the discussion will lead to specific recommendations not only for CBS, but also for GCOS.

Comment:
It is not clear if the “Data Needs for Producing Global LRF” refer the input data that is required for the initialization of long-range forecasts (e.g., land-surface data, ocean sub-surface data etc.) or is for the data needs regarding the use of multi-model ensemble for long-range forecasts.  To clarify, it might be useful to sub-categorize data needs along:

- Observing system (data) needs for producing global LRF

- Data needs for verification of global LRF

- Data needs for using multi-model ensemble techniques for global LRF

A discussion of which categories among three listed above is appropriate under the purview of current expert Teams may also be required]
