Numerical Prediction for subseasonal to longer timescales

RSMCs participating in activity 2.1.5 are known as Global Producing Centres (GPCs) for Sub-seasonal to Longer Timescale prediction. Functions are defined for the seasonal (1-6 month) prediction activity, and are as below.
Centres participating in seasonal numerical prediction under activity 2.1.5, shall:

· Generate seasonal forecast products with global coverage;
· Make available on the WIS a range of these products. Mandatory products to be made available are listed in Appendix A.II.2.1.5-a. 
· Produce verification statistics according to the standard defined in Appendix A.II.2.3.3, and make them available to the Lead Centre(s) for Standardized Verification System for Long-Range Forecast

· Make available on a web site up-to-date information on the characteristics of its global seasonal numerical prediction system. The minimum information to be provided is given in Appendix A.II.2.1.5-b

In addition to the mandatory activities above, the following activities are highly recommended:
· Provide forecast output to the LC-LRFMME, as detailed in Appendix A.II.2.2.4-a (section 1);

· Make available on the WIS the highly recommended products listed in A.II.2.1.5-a;
· Make available, on request by RCCs or NMCs, the additional data, products and services listed in A.II.2.1.5-c, noting that these services may be subject to conditions attached by GPCs.
