Tanzanian’s local currency is the Shilling. One (1) US $ is approximately 1650 Tanzania shillings. However the exchange rate is subject to market fluctuations One can change all major currencies (US$, UK£, EURO, Swiss Francs, J-Yen) either at the airport or in downtown Arusha. All major banks offer Bureau de Change services from Monday to Friday (9.00 am. – 3.00 pm.). Forex Bureaus are also available in town and operate up to 5.00 p.m. Credit cards for payments are accepted. However, they are accepted to most tourist and medium class hotels. One is therefore advised to carry adequate cash for necessary transactions.

The mains supply in Tanzania is 230 Volts, 50Hz and the plug is square British type.
