Summary and purpose of document

This document provides ECMWF’s input to the meeting regarding their possibly contributing data/products to the regional subproject.

ECMWF input for SWFDP in RA I

1. ECMWF will participate in the demonstration project as a global data provider (“global centre”).  

2. Initially products will be based on the product range available to WMO members via the GTS and the web.  These forecasts are updated twice daily based on 00 and 12UTC data time for the forecast ranges H+24, 48,…, 144, 168.  Depending on the requirements of the regional and national centres participating in the project, specific products can be made available under password protection on the ECMWF website.  These may be forecasts from the existing GTS- and web-available parameter range but with a particular focus on the geographical area of interest.  

3. In addition, site specific forecasts of a range of weather parameters from the high resolution (T799) and the ensemble forecasting system (T399) can be provided for a limited number of locations.  

4. Forecast products related to severe weather events, e.g. heavy precipitation over 24 hours or severe gales, can be provided in the form of an extreme forecast index alerting the forecaster to extreme forecast events with respect to the model climate. 

5. ECMWF will also consider to respond to requests for developing and providing new products, but the resources required to undertake the work will need to be taken into account.
