The Solomon Islands Meteorological Services will try its best to take in to service what is learnt in this project and the help received from experts contributions from RA V Countries. 

Introduction

1.1 The Solomon Islands Met Office is the national meteorological service provider for the Solomon Islands and providing services and products for the general public, government departments, the media, the Marine, disaster management, Agriculture Sector and Aviation industry.  

1.2 Internationally the Met Office is an active member of WMO and has a Permanent Representative.  

1.3 The services provided by the Met Office are mainly for the Country of Solomon Islands whilst the forecasting section, Climatology Section is of very limited staff and needs more staff to be trained Meteorologist.

1.4 The met office is supported by WMO in its Trainings, Workshops or Seminars. 
1.5 Tsunami warning is the other area for the Solomon Islands Meteorological Service to seriously put some strength while waiting for  an act of parliament.
1.6 Models used are mainly from Australian BOM, little on USA Models and French. Models we use are 98% Global models. 

1.7 For severe weather warnings we depend very much on the BOM Australia (RSMC) and Nadi (RSMC) for cyclone warnings. Being Brisbane west of 160E and Nadi east of 160 E, halving the Solomon Islands in responsibility. 

1.8 The Solomon Islands National Weather Services is also providing his own local Warning and Advisories using positions and advices given by RSMC Nadi and Brisbane.  

1.9 The Solomon Islands National Disaster Management, Weather Service and Media are working together in Awareness programmes in Severe Weather like Cyclone.

1.10 We receive Tsunami Advices from the Pacific Tsunami Warning Centre in Honolulu, Hawaii and Japan.

If other RA V Countries have Wind and Precipitation Models that cover Solomon Islands, we really need those.
