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 Proposal on Requirements for RSMC Services

Summary and purpose of document

This document reviews requirements for RSMC services and provides a proposal on this matter.

The meeting is invited to review the requirements for RSMC services on providing information about exercises.
Proposal on Requirements for RSMC Services
1. Background

The nature of nuclear ERA programme is such that the associated specialized services are rarely requested (CG-NERA, 2006, Final Report 3.10).  Participating in the international exercises such as the IAEA-WMO quarterly exercises would therefore help NMHSs to maintain their ability for preparedness for nuclear emergencies or incidents.  However, only distributing RSMC products to NMHSs without any information about the exercises may not necessarily be effective for maintaining their skill of preparedness and would make some confusion, even though technical documents and manuals such as TD-No.778 are maintained and circulated well among NMHSs.
2. Proposal

It would be important for NMHSs and RSMCs to understand and to be familiar with regional arrangements for the provision of transport model products for environmental emergency response.  When exercises and/or trainings that distribute RSMC products to NMHSs are planned, the notification of the exercises should be provided to NMHSs well in advance.  The triggering in-advance notification of the exercise would ensure enough time for NMHSs
· to confirm the standard procedures of the regional arrangements for the RSMC services,
· to confirm the basic set of products to be provided, and
· to check whether their system will work well.

Advance notification of exercises would lead to improve preparedness for nuclear accidents and radiological incidents for both NMHSs and RSMCs.
