Executive Summary


RSMC Obninsk activities for 2014/15 mainly connected with the Regional Specialised Meteorological Centre (RSMC) suite of tests, including the quarterly IAEA-led tests. Responses and information on dissemination of products

Participation in international inverse dispersion modeling events and exercises with CTBTO

During 2014 RSMC Obninsk received 15 requests for support from Provisional Technical Secretariat of the Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty Organization, both real and exercise scenarios from the Provisional Technical Secretariat of the Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty Organisation (CTBTO). So far in 2015, a further 17 requests have been received.  In all cases, the products were supplied to CTBTO within the allowed time limit.

Routine operations

RSMC Obninsk took part in a International Atomic Energy Authority (IAEA) exercise in conjunction with RSMC Tokyo and RSMC Beijing in November 2014. During the exercise, the draft of Joint Statement was sent to RSMC Beijing (lead RSMC in RAII). Also RSMC Obninsk took part in International Atomic Energy Authority (IAEA) in February 2015 and August 2015. During the exercise, the draft of Joint Statement was sent to RSMC Tokyo (lead RSMC in RAII). Standard RSMC EER products were uploaded to the common web pages of websites of RSMC Washington, Montreal, Melbourne, Toulouse, Tokyo, Beijing and Obninsk. Transport model graphical products were sent by fax to NMHSs of the countries of RA-II.

Email and fax tests

A communication test in Asian RA II (R II) of the member countries was conducted in July 2015. Test requests were sent to Asia 28 members. The test results showed that: among Asia 28 members, a total of 10 countries responded by e-mail or fax (representing 34%), 25 of which can be reached by e-mail (89%), and 18 of which can be reached by fax (64%), and the contact information of 3 countries has been updated.

4.         Lessons learned from recent experiences and significant operational and  

      technical changes

All requests for RSMC support during 2014 and 2015 were carried out in a timely fashion. 

Various changes having been done for STADIUM (STochastic Atmospheric DIffUsion Model) to improve the capability of this model.

In 2014/2015 the COSMO-RU NWP model products having been integrated to RSMC Obninsk software package to provide input for mesoscale modelling capability.

Operational issues and challenges:

The problems were mainly associated with fax transmission to NMHS. Not all of the messages reached the intended addressee; some of the recipients did not confirm the receipt of information. During last communication test with RA II NMHS (August 2015) only 19 from 28 were sent.

Further upgrade ADM models and other RSMC software to provide functionality both for radiation and non-radiation (global and local) emergency situation.


Improve contacts with NMHSs in WMO RA II. 
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
