Visa information
Entry visas may be necessary for participants of certain nationalities.

An entry visa cannot be obtained in Argentina, but must be requested in the participants’ respective countries.  If the country does not have an Argentine consulate, the visa may be obtained through the Consular office of the country representing the Argentine Republic.  The Argentine Ministry of Foreign Affairs has a website containing information to assist travelers at http://cnyor.mrecic.gov.ar/en/node/1759
Visa-Exempt Countries
Nationals of the following countries do not require visas to visit Argentina for tourism or family visit for a period not exceeding 90 days or for transit:

United States of America (Reciprocity Fee), Andorra, Armenia, Australia (Reciprocity Fee), Austria, Barbados, Belgium, Bolivia, Brazil, Bulgaria, Canada (Reciprocity Fee), Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark,  Ecuador, El Salvador, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Holy See, Honduras, Hong Kong S.A.R., Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Korea, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Macedonia, Malta, Mexico, Monaco, Montenegro, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Nicaragua, Norway, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Russian Federation, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, San Marino, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Serbia, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, South Africa, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Thailand, Trinidad and Tobago, Turkey, Suriname, Ucrania and United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and Uruguay.

Venezuela (up to 60 days)

Grenada, Hong Kong (With British Passport B.N.O), Jamaica and Malaysia (up to 30 days).

RECIPROCITY FEE for US, Canadian and Australian Citizens - Online payment
Entry request fee
In order to enter Argentina, the nationals of the following countries must pay a "Reciprocity Fee" in accordance with the following chart.

The payment of this fee is NOT a visa since Argentina does not require visa to citizens of the above mentioned countries when traveling for tourism purposes.

The Argentine Government set this entry fee on equal amounts to the fees Argentine citizens must pay when requesting a visa to travel to those countries.
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Note: Rates subject to modifications based upon reciprocity. Or its equivalent in Argentine pesos.
Exceptions:
1- Argentine nationals who also bear US, Canadian, or Australian citizenship, and present any of these passports at the Immigration control.

2- Foreign nationals bearing regular US, Canadian, or Australian passports in transit.

3- Foreign nationals bearing regular US, Canadian, or Australian passports who have permanent residence in Argentina.

4- Foreign nationals bearing Canadian passports with a business visa.

5- Foreign nationals bearing official or diplomatic passports from the US, Canada, or Australia.

Those foreign citizens who have already paid the Reciprocity Fee in the past and it is still valid, do NOT have to pay the fee again.
VERY IMPORTANT:  United States, Canadian or Australian citizens MUST pay the Reciprocity Fee online before their arrival into Argentina.
Banking

The official currency of Argentina is the peso (Arg $), banknote nominations being issued for 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 and 100 pesos and coins for 1 peso and  50, 25, 10 and 5 cents.   Traveller’s checks can be exchanged at banks.  The most widely accepted credit cards are American Express, Visa and MasterCard.

Bank and foreign exchange offices work hours are from 10.00 a.m. to 3.00 p.m. from Monday to Friday.  Participants who arrive during the weekend can exchange money at the airport
