Content, Updating and Monitoring of RSMC Common / Mirror Web pages
(Submitted by the Chair)
Summary and purpose of document

All RSMCs have a common / mirror Web page where products are posted. This system generally works fairly well. A few issues are presented with proposals for improvements. 

Action Proposed  

The meeting is invited to discuss the proposals and decide on appropriate actions
1. Monitoring common / mirror Web pages for quarterly tests with IAEA
Issue: The monitoring of the web pages and reporting on issues have been done on a volunteer basis by a few RSMCs over the years. There is a need for a more formal monitoring of all common / mirror web pages. 
Proposal: That a systematic monitoring of all postings on all common / mirror Web pages be performed on a rotating basis by one of the lead RSMCs every quarterly test. 
Action if approved: 1) A checklist for the monitoring of all common / mirror web pages will be developed in time for the quarterly test of February 2016; 2) Identify which lead RSMC will perform this monitoring for each quarterly test once the schedule for 2016 – 2017 becomes available.

2. Cleanup of products on common / mirror Web pages
Issue: The RSMC products posted on the common / mirror Web pages quickly become obsolete. They should therefore be deleted in a timely matter. It is the responsibility of each RSMC to delete its products on all Web pages. Some RSMCs already do this as part of their SOP. However this is not the case for all and some products remain on the Web pages for a few weeks (monthly tests) and sometimes for much longer in the case of quarterly tests or due to other technical issues. 

Proposal: That all RSMCs 1) to implement as a standard operating procedure to delete their products on all common Web pages within a few days following the posting for an exercise / test or real event; 2) contact their counterparts if there are issues related to deleting (or posting) of their products. 

 Action if approved: All RSMCs.
