1.  INTRODUCTION AND NEXT STEPS
1.1 At the November 2012 meeting, the WMO Meeting of the CBS Task Team on the Development of Operational Procedures for non-Nuclear Emergency Response Activities (TT-DOP-nNERA), identified actions to be undertaken (c.f. Annex III of Melbourne, 2012). 

1.2 This document presents a status report on these actions. Unfortunately the majority of them have not yet been undertaken or only partly completed due, in part, to competing work demands on the ET-ERA co-chairperson for which he offers sincere apologies.
1.3 In reviewing the actions, we have to determine if the actions not undertaken / not completed in the Melbourne 2012 list should be pursued or dropped and why.  Based on this analysis and the discussions at the meeting, a new list of actions for 2014 and 2015 will be defined.     
2. STATUS REPORT ON ACTIONS FROM THE MELBOURNE 2012 MEETING OF THE TT-DOP-nNERA
2.1 Area of Requirement:  Development of operational procedures

ACTION 1: Chairperson and Co-Chairperson, WMO Secretariat and ALL RSMCs

Complete the drafting of operational procedures for significant non-nuclear incidents, including the minimum information on the characteristics of the ATM, and circulate it among TT members and other relevant experts, especially those responsible for the existing RSMCs
DUE DATE: January 2013
1. ET-ERA Chairperson and Co-chairperson to complete the set of operational procedures 
DUE DATE: January 2013
2. Secretariat to circulate the draft for comments
DUE DATE: March 2013
3. RSMCs to provide feedback 
DUE DATE: ASAP
4. Secretariat to add the RSMC email addresses on the ERA web page
STATUS (OCTOBER 2013): Ongoing. To be discussed at the meeting.
ACTION 2: Chairperson and Co-Chairperson, WMO Secretariat, RSMCs and Argentina, Ururgay and Brazil
Conduct experiment comprising a simulated request from NMHS to RSMC for assistance during a large chemical fire
DUE DATE: February 2013
1. ET-ERA Chairperson to lead development of experiment scenario.
DUE DATE: June/July 2013
2. RSMCs, Argentina, Uruguay and Brazil to conduct experiment

Assist NMHSs in the interpretation of ERA-related products and their application by publicizing aspects covered by the WMO-TD. 778

Send out a circular letter to WMO Members and an e-mail to the ERA contact points informing/publicizing the aspects covered by the WMO-TD. 778

Encourage NMHS capacity building by publicising the WMO-TD. 778 in ERA products
