Expert Team on the Infrastructure for Long-range Forecasting 

(a) On the basis of stated requirements for LRF products and their improvements, provide input to the Inter-Commission Task Team on Regional Climate Centres, concerning the establishment of appropriate operational infrastructure for the production and exchange of LRF. 

(b) Develop procedures for exchange of LRF forecasts between potential centres and agencies concerned including defining products (model output, forecast skill, etc.), defining terms and conditions for experimental exchange; 

(c) Begin experimental exchange of long-range forecasts between potential RSMCs and agencies; 

(d) Report on experimental exchange and provide recommendations for future consideration and adoption by CAS, CCl and CBS.
