This conference on Data Processing and Forecasting Systems will bring together research and development scientists and operational service professionals in the government academia and private sectors. These include those from international and national centres, and those who make available research results and or forecast products or use forecast products from national, regional or global data processing and forecasting systems. Emphasis for the conference will be on ensemble prediction systems that enable or enhance the capabilities of the weather and climate communities to address severe weather issues.
