The World Meteorological Organization will organize, under the auspices of the Commission for Instruments and Methods of Observation (CIMO), the Technical Conference on Meteorological and Environmental Instruments and Methods of Observation (TECO‑2005).  TECO-2005 will be held at the kind invitation of the Romanian National Institute of Meteorology and Hydrology (INMH) in Bucharest from Wednesday, 4 May to Saturday, 7 May 2005 and will be accompanied by an Exhibition of Meteorological Instruments, Related Equipment, and Services (METEOREX-2005), from 4 to 6 May 2005.  As the regular budget of WMO contains no provisions for interpretation services, TECO-2005 would most likely be conducted in English only.  However, if sufficient extrabudgetary funds could be mobilized, some limited interpretation services would be arranged.


TECO-2005 and METEOREX-2005 will be organized for experts in instruments and methods of observation from the National Meteorological and Hydrological Services, research institutes, and the private sector to exchange information on the latest developments in instrumentation, systems and services.  Both events will also provide a valuable opportunity for training and capacity building, particularly for participants from developing countries. An International Programme Committee (IPC), chaired by Dr R.P. Canterford (Australia), acting president of CIMO, is responsible for organizational matters, including selection  of papers for oral presentations or poster displays.
