5. Entry formalities


Delegates from those countries for which visas for Romania are required should obtain visas before their departure from the diplomatic or consular missions of Romania in their countries. If, exceptionally, a personal invitation from Romania for attending the Conference is required as a precondition for getting a visa, please contact the Local Organizing Committee directly for making the necessary arrangements.

Visas cannot be issued at the entry to Romania.
6. Currency, exchange rate, use of credit cards

Local currency is the Romanian Lei.  The exchange rate is at present approximately:

1 US$ ≈ 33,000 Lei

1 EURO ≈ 41,000 lei

All major cards and traveler checks are widely accepted in Romania.

7. Hotel reservation
