JMA prepared lecture notes on meteorological instruments at the occasion of the JMA/WMO training workshop for instrument specialist (Class III and IV) of RA-II (Tsukuba, 9-13 November 1998).  The training material had been revised slightly for a several times afterwards.

When Mr Nakashima introduced this lecture note at the CIMO ET-RIC (the Expert Team on Regional Instrument Centres, Quality Management Systems and Commercial Instruments Initiatives) second (reduced) session (Casablanca, 4-5 December 2009), the ET recommended that the revised document be submitted to the ET for review and published preferably as an IOM report.

As some members pointed out that some parts of the contents were old and should be up-to-date to follow new and advanced instruments, he started to revise some parts by complementing explanations of such instruments, in particular electronic ones.
