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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM
1. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION
1.1 Opening of the Session
The Second Session of the CIMO Guide Editorial Board will open at 09:30 hours on Wednesday, 13 November 2013, at the WMO Headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland.
1.2 Adoption of the Agenda
The provisional agenda will be submitted to the Session for adoption.  
1.3 Working Arrangements for the Session
The Meeting will agree on details concerning the organization of its work, including working hours.  The documentation and meeting will be conducted in English only. 
2. REPORT OF THE CHAIRPERSON
The chairman of the CIMO Guide Editorial Board will submit a report on the activities carried out by the expert team since its first session.
3. WIGOS REGULATORY MATERIAL 

The meeting will be informed about the latest developments of WIGOS, in particular about the WIGOS Implementation Plan (WIP) and about relevant outcomes of the ICG-WIGOS Task Team on Regulatory Material. 

In particular, the meeting will be invited to review the proposed text contributed on behalf of CIMO to the WIGOS regulatory material (update of the WMO Technical Regulations and WIGOS Manual), comment them, and contribute to the further development of those documents from a CIMO perspective, if appropriate. 
The meeting will be invited to review the WIP and to identify how it can contribute to the expected deliverables of the WIP through its activities and propose new activities that CIMO should be pursuing during the course of the next intersession period to support the WIGOS development and implementation. 

4. PROCEDURES FOR UPDATING THE CIMO GUIDE 

The CIMO Management Group, at its tenth session (Brussels, Belgium, 19-20 Oct. 2012) agreed with most of the proposals related to the update of the CIMO Guide made by the CIMO Guide Editorial Board. It also tasked the CIMO Guide Editorial Board to develop a tracking procedure for chapters of the CIMO Guide that were deleted, and also to develop a proposal to guide authors on how to present the different technologies (old vs new) described in the CIMO Guide, so that readers have a clear understanding of their relative performances from the beginning of the chapter.

The meeting will be invited to review the progress made in this respect and agree on how to finalize the proposal for its consideration by the next session of the CIMO Management Group.
5. REVIEW OF PROPOSED MODIFICATIONS TO CIMO GUIDE CHAPTERS

The meeting will be invited to review in details all the proposals for modifications of the CIMO Guide received to date (minor changes as well as substantially/fully revised chapters), on their content as well as on their compliance with the editorial guidelines and homogeneity with the rest of the CIMO Guide. The meeting will decide which documents are appropriate for general consultation of CIMO members seeking their agreement for publishing them as a new edition of the CIMO Guide. The meeting would also decide on follow-up actions needed for those documents requiring further modifications. 

The meeting will be invited to agree on the steps and expected timelines to be taken to finalize the draft proposal for the next edition of the CIMO Guide that will be submitted for review by all WMO Members in advance of the next CIMO session, to which it will be submitted for approval. 
6. NEED FOR UPDATES OF SPECIFIC CHAPTERS

The meeting will be invited to identify areas/chapters of the CIMO Guide to be up-dated, revised or completely rewritten. The meeting will be invited to make recommendations as to who could contribute to these updates (members of other CIMO ETs and/or other experts of their knowledge) and whether hiring of consultants for specific cases would likely be required (funds permitting). 
7. OTHER BUSINESS

Under this agenda item, the meeting will be invited to consider any other issue brought forward by participants at the meeting.
8. CLOSURE OF THE SESSION
The Session is tentatively scheduled to close on Friday 15 November 2013, late afternoon.
