ARRANGEMENTS FOR TECO-2014
1. Preparations for TECO-2014 are well underway. The conference, which will immediately precede CIMO-XVI, will be held over three days from 7 to 9 July 2014 at the LenExpo Exhibition Complex in St Petersburg, Russian Federation. 

2. The first announcement and call for abstracts was sent to all PRs and to HMEI on 3 January 2014, with the closing date for receipt of abstracts being 31 January 2014. The International Programme Committee for TECO 2014 comprises Dr Bruce Forgan as its Chair and Conference Director, and most members of the CIMO Management Group, plus Dr Volker Lehmann (Germany). 

3. One hundred and thirty three abstracts were received via the CIMO website (using SurveyMonkey) by early February. The abstracts were sorted into sessions and distributed on 3 February 2014 to the IPC for assessment. Notably, the distribution by planned session was very uneven, with sessions on Developments in Observing Technologies (73 abstracts) and Intercomparisons (40 abstracts), far outweighing the response on Developments in Standardization and Traceability (12 abstracts) and Capacity Development and Support to Other Programmes (eight abstracts). Also notable was a good response from HMEI Members (about 15 abstracts) and from the SPICE team (about 12 abstracts). 

4. Most of the IPC members were able to respond promptly to the request for abstract assessment, and a minimum of two assessments per abstract was achieved by 27 February 2014. Although a number of submissions was somewhat off-topic for CIMO TECO, dealing with service provision rather than observations and instrumentation per se, the IPC nonetheless considered these worthy of poster presentations. Only two submissions were considered entirely unsuitable for TECO 2014 and so were rejected by the IPC. Of the remainder, approximately 60 were judged suitable for oral presentation. With only a little over 32 oral slots available in the programme, further filtering has been required. The most promising of the papers has been provisionally selected as keynote presentations, though the final agreement of the IPC will be required before the respective authors are formally requested to provide their presentations as keynote addresses. Of the remainder, the list of candidates for oral presentations has been refined to ensure: 
· Broad representation amongst the speakers from as many WMO Members as practicable, 
· an even spread of subject matter across the oral presentations, 
· that no single author is offered two oral presentations,
· that an appropriate number of HMEI representatives is given the opportunity to deliver their presentation orally (with a maximum or one oral presentation per company), and

· that priority has been given to those presentations that present and discuss results rather than just plans.  
5. The provisional programme for the conference is provided as an Appendix to this document. The original intention had been to divide the programme into the four topics of two sessions each, with each session comprising a keynote address (30 minutes) and four regular oral presentations (15 minutes each). Owing to the uneven distribution of abstracts across the four topics, the proposed programme has been modified to more closely reflect the level of interest in each session. Hence Developments in Observing Technologies is proposed to occupy three 90-minute sessions, including a number of presentations from HMEI members. Developments in Standardization and Traceability will comprise only one 90 minute session, as will Capacity Development and Support to Other Programmes. Intercomparisons will cover three sessions, with one of these dedicated to SPICE. Not all sessions will include keynote addresses.

6. As well as the oral and poster presentations during TECO 2014, the programme (see the Appendix) includes a late afternoon slot each day, the original intention for each of which was to hold round-table discussion on a topic of particular current interest to the CIMO community. The three tentative topics to be discussed were:

· Future International Intercomparisons

· Centennial Stations and Siting and Sustainability Classifications
· How to improve global standardization (the CIMO/WIGOS Scoping Workshop - see Document 3.1(2))

7. It may however be necessary to fit, into the programme in one of these slots, the presentation of the Vaisala Awards. The IPC is therefore invited to suggest either which of the discussion sessions should be omitted so as to accommodate the Vaisala Award Ceremony, or how else the programme might be modified to fit all of these components together.
Requested Action

8. CIMO-MG-11 is invited to note the information contained herein, and to indicate its support for the proposed plan for TECO-2014 to the IPC for TECO-2014. 
9. The session is invited to note that accommodation for St Petersburg in July is expensive, so members of the IPC for TECO-2014 and CIMO Management Group are urged to make their accommodation bookings promptly to obtain the best rates.
