ARRANGEMENTS FOR TECO 2016
1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 WMO CIMO TECO 2016 will be held from 27 to 30 September 2016 at the Feria Madrid, Madrid, Spain at the kind invitation of Mr Miguel Angel Lopez Gonzalez, the Permanent Representative of Spain with WMO.
1.2 This year the conference venue will again be provided by UKIP Media and Events and TECO 2016 will be run together with and in parallel with Meteorological Technology World Expo 2016 (27 to 29 September 2016). An enclosed auditorium within the exhibition hall will be available this year for TECO. UKIP will also again be providing a financial contribution towards travel costs for the participation of selected experts from developing countries.

1.3 Also taking place at Feria Madrid on 26 and 27 September 2016 is the Second Metrology for Meteorology and Climate Conference, MMC 2016, the annual conference of the EURAMET EMRP Metrology for Meteorology (Meteomet2) project. On Monday 26 September MMC 2016 will take place in an auditorium near to the TECO and exhibition venue (most probably an adjoining hall), while on Tuesday 27 September the MMC participants will join with TECO, first for the TECO opening session, then during the afternoon for the metrology-focused session of TECO. The Tuesday afternoon oral presentations at TECO will be selected from the best of those submitted to each conference. Then on Wednesday, in association with MMC 2016, a half day workshop will be held by the MeteoMet organizers in another nearby venue, followed by a number of Euramet/Meteomet committee meetings, to be held at Centro Español Metrologia (CEM), 15km from the TECO venue.   

1.4  Also in parallel with TECO 2016 and MMC 2016 will be SatCom 2016, the 2016 meeting of the International Forum of Users of Satellite Data Telecommunication Systems, which will take place from 27 to 29 September 2016 in another auditorium at Feria Madrid. SatCom is a self-funded body jointly sponsored by the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) and the Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission (IOC) of UNESCO, which addresses requirements for the timely collection via satellite of environmental data from observing platforms. 

1.5 It is also likely that there will also be two ISO side meetings occurring in association with TECO 2016, either during the week of TECO or the week before (ISO Technical Committee 146 Sub Committee 5, working groups on Weather Radar and Wind Lidar standards, respectively), and it is also likely that a number of ad hoc CIMO Expert Team meetings will be arranged during the week.

1.6 So TECO 2016 is likely to be an unprecedentedly large and busy event.  
2. PROGRAMME AND FORMAT

2.1 Other than being spread over four days, rather than the usual three, TECO 2016 is planned to take the same format as other recent TECO events. The theme for the conference is ‘Ensuring sustained high-quality meteorological observations from sea, land and upper atmosphere in a changing world.’
2.2 The first morning of the conference will comprise the opening session, with welcome addresses from the Permanent Representative of Spain, the representative of the Secretary General of WMO, The President of CIMO, The Conference Director of MMC2016, the Chair of SatComm, and the TECO 2016 Conference Director.  
2.3 The Conference Director for TECO 2016 will again be Dr Bruce Forgan (Australia), vice-President CIMO. The conference will be scheduled around four scientific sessions:

· Traceability, uncertainty and standardization of meteorological and environmental measurements;

· Developments in observing technologies and systems;
· Intercomparisons, characterization and testing of instruments and methods of observation;
· Challenges and opportunities for continuous improvement in observing technologies.

2.4 As was the case in 2012 and 2014, each scientific session will comprise one or two keynote addresses of 30 minutes (these will be selected from nominations from CIMO MG members and from amongst the best submitted abstracts) followed by a number of 15 minute oral presentations. Lengthy lunch breaks will be scheduled to enable participants to view posters and visit the exhibition. TECO 2016 will again feature 1 slide, 60 second oral presentations by poster presenters. The nearby poster display area will be for posters for both TECO 2016 and MMC 2016.
2.5 As in previous years, a special session will be held during TECO 2016 for the presentation of the 2016 Professor Dr Vilho Väisälä Awards.  
2.6 Also as in 2014, the four scientific sessions of TECO 2016 will be interspersed with a number of plenary discussion sessions on topics of particular interest. Suggestions for these topics are sought from CIMO MG during the current session. 
3. PROGRESS TO DATE
3.1 The first announcement for TECO 2016 with the call for abstract submission was conveyed to all Permanent Representatives on 14 March 2016. The deadline for abstract submission is 30 April. To date only one abstract has been received. CIMO MG members are urged to encourage submission of abstracts from experts in their respective region and OPAG.
3.2 Other key dates in the lead-up to TECO 2016 are:
· Notification of abstract acceptance: 15 June 2016

· Full paper submission: 15 August 2016

· On-line registration: 31 August 2016
4. PROVISIONAL PROGRAMME
4.1 The provisional programme for the conference is provided in the Appendix. It is to be noted that this is a first draft for CIMO MG information only: it is likely that the programme could be modified significantly as availability of key note speakers, number of submitted abstracts, etcetera, becomes clearer.
