Draft proposal for TECO-2010
ARRANGEMENTS FOR TECO-2010
1. The WMO Technical Conference on Meteorological and Environmental Instruments and Methods of Observations (TECO-2010) will be held in Helsinki, Finland, from 30 August to 1 September 2010. It will be held in conjunction with the Fifteenth Session of CIMO (2 – 8 September) and METEOREX-2010 (31 August – 2 September). All these events will be held at the same location.
2. The CIMO President established an International Programme Committee that will be chaired by the CIMO Vice-President. The composition of the Committee is given in Appendix I, while the proposed terms of reference of the committee are provided in Appendix II.

3. It is proposed that a procedure similar to that used for previous TECOs will be used. A draft proposal for the conference to be finalized by the International Programme Committee is given in Appendix III. It is suggested to have a main topic for the conference, 4 topical sessions and a round-table discussion. 
4. The first announcement and call for papers will have to be sent shortly. The selection of these abstracts for oral or poster presentation will be done according to the preliminary information provided in the annex to this document. It is planned that the programme of the conference will be finalized and dispatched by Mid June 2010 at the latest.
5. Two possibilities are proposed for the selection of the keynote speakers:

a. Keynotes will be on invitation by the IPC

b. Keynotes will be the best abstracts submitted for each session
6. It is suggested that the session Chairpersons will prepare a session summary (of presentations and posters), indicating the session highlights and main topics to be brought to CIMO for consideration in its future work programme. The session Chairperson would present these summaries (approx. 10 minutes each) at the beginning of the round-table as a basis for the follow-up discussion and provide a written summary that will be provided as information to CIMO-XV. It is furthermore proposed that the round table would be co-chaired by a representative of a developing country and a representative of HMEI. Furthermore it shall include some recommendations on how to improve the organization of the next conference.

6. There is no limitation for the number of posters;

7. The proposal for papers that will not be selected may be presented as posters, if author agrees;

8. Two assessors will allocate 3 marks for every proposed paper of a particular session in the following way:

i. Mark 1: Proposed as paper (Total of “Marks 1” should not exceed 8, which is  the maximum number of papers for individual sessions);

ii. Mark 2: Not decided;

iii. Mark 3: Rejected as paper;

9. Selection of papers will be done according to a below table. A proposal that receives “Mark 1” from both assessors is selected as a paper. A proposal that receives Mark 3 from any of the assessors is out and may be selected as poster only, but would not be eligible for financial support, should such support be available. A paper that receives Mark 2 from any assessor would be subject for further evaluation. A further evaluation will be done by the IPC Chair taking into account other criteria, such as number of proposals for papers from a particular author, diversity of subjects, regional distribution, etc.

10. Two lecture slots will be kept for the recipients of the Vaisala Awards. Each award will be given the opportunity to give a talk at TECO-2010.
