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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM
1. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION

1.1 Opening of the session

The first session of the CIMO Expert Team on Meteorological Radiation and Atmospheric Composition Measurements will be opened on Monday, 6 February 2006, at 09:00 a.m. at the PMOD/World Radiation Centre in Davos.

2.2 Adoption of the agenda

The expert team will be invited to consider the provisional agenda with a view of its adoption.

3.3 Working arrangements for the session

The meeting will agree on details concerning the organization of its work including working hours.  The documentation will be available in English only, and the meeting will be held in English.  Mr Klaus Behrens, the ET chairman, will chair the session.

2. REPORT OF THE CHAIRMAN

The ET chairman will submit a report on the activities carried out since its establishment.

3. WORK PLAN 

The expert team will be invited to review its Work Plan for 2003 - 2006 and to agree on the deliverables.

4. COLLABORATION WITH PMOD/WRC DAVOS

The meeting will be invited to discuss the results of the IPC-X and conjointly organized RPCs, to agree on the preparation of the final report and publication of results, and to evaluate the dissemination of the World Radiometric Reference factors to regional and national standards. 

The meeting will be informed on the establishment of the World Infrared Radiometer Calibration Centre (IRC), will assess its technical/scientific capabilities and will provide guidance for its future operational use. It will also be invited to discuss further development of the World Standard Group of absolute infrared radiometers.

5. OTHER ACTIVITIES RELATED TO METEOROLOGICAL RADIATION MEASUREMENTS

The expert team is expected to discuss the operational practices associated with total ozone, UV and aerosol optical depth measurements with a view to develop recommendations for their practices.

The meeting will be invited to address the role of CIMO in further development of Baseline Surface Radiation Network and on how to best liaise with WCRP on identified matters.
