· To agree on actions to get these entries into Common table C5.
Comments to be discussed
Recently the following satellites have been noted as not having an entry in Common Code table C5:
· FY3A
· Chinese Polar orbiters launched last year. Possible values could be 502 or 520.

· Kalpana1
· Indian Geostationary satellite. A check has shown that a value of 440 is currently being used. However this breaks WMO rules, as even numbers should be used for polar orbiters.
· DMSP18
· Due to be launched in September 2008. A possible value is 286 as 285 were chosen for DMSP17 at the ETDRC meeting in Kuala Lumpur in 2004. This is due to be launched late October 2008.
The following 2 are due to be launched next year and it would be good to have something before:

· NOAA19
· NPP

Also note that it was agreed via an email exchange to add an entry for TerraSAR-X satellite of 042 to C5 and in the same email exchange it was also proposed and agreed to have a value of 103 added to Common code table C8 for the Radio Occultation instrument ‘IGOR’.
