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	Summary and purpose of document
This paper brings to the attention of the group the fact that ICAO no longer has any requirement for ROFOR and proposes that a note be added to indicate this in the Manual on Codes (WMO-No.306).



Action proposed

To endorse the amendment proposal to the Manual on Codes (WMO-No.306) proposed in this paper.
DISCUSSION
1. INTRODUCTION
As a part of Amendment 74 to ICAO Annex 3/WMO Technical Regulations [C.3.1] the aeronautical requirements for ROFOR (route forecasts for aviation) were removed.  This change became applicable on 7 November 2008.  This paper outlines the need for a small change to the Manual on Codes (WMO-No.306) to render this document compatible with the change of aeronautical requirements.
2. PROPOSAL
Following the adoption of Amendment 74 to Annex 3 which became applicable on 7 November 2007 the aeronautical requirement for ROFOR is no longer an international requirement.  To reflect this change it is suggested that a note be added under FM 54-X Ext. ROFOR in the Manual on Codes (WMO-No.306), Volume I.1, Part A.  The proposed note is identical to that already provided under FM 53-X Ext. ARFOR (Area forecast for aviation).  

This note would read as follows:
 “No aeronautical requirement for this code is stated by ICAO for international air navigation in ICAO Annex 3/WMO Technical Regulations [C.3.1]”.
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
