Examples of GRIB 2 fields from ECMWF

ECMWF has been progressing with the GRIB2 definitions for most of the TIGGE parameters and has created a web site containing sample encodings:

Because there are some WMO GRIB 2 documentation ambiguities, some choices had to be made:

 
- Maximum and minimum temperature has been coded as temperature (parameter number 0) and "statistical processing" 2 and 3 respectively, instead of parameter numbers 4 and 5.


- In TIGGE, all fluxes are integrated values accumulated from the beginning of the forecast, and should be in Jm-2.  These parameters are defined as instantaneous values in the WMO documentation, with a unit of Wm-2.  It has been assumed that setting the "statistical processing" to 1 (accumulation), implicitly changes the unit by multiplying it by a time.


ECMWF proposes to ET/DRC to solve some of the GRIB 2 ambiguities.  When the   answers/guidelines from WMO on these matters are received, the web site will be updated accordingly. 
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
