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1. Background 

Document ET DR&C/Doc. 5.1(1) submitted to the ET DR&C meeting in Muscat (5 - 8  December 2005) contained a proposal for developing Regulations for reporting TAC data in BUFR or CREX.  The Team considered the provided example and agreed that this was the right approach.  The Team recommended that the available reporting practices be checked before May 2006 and before July 2006 (Meeting of ICT on ISS).

B/C35 – Regulations for reporting CLIMAT TEMP and CLIMAT TEMP SHIP data in

              TDCF.

During the process of writing the Regulations, a number of points has been identified that might need clarification.  They are discussed in a document under Agenda item 3.4.5.  Two minor modifications have been introduced in the BUFR template for CLIMAT TEMP and CLIMAT TEMP SHIP data as shown in Doc. 5.4(2).
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
