The document provides comments on a tentative version of the inline editing tool and suggestion to review and rearrange the version.



Action proposed:   The team is invited to consider the suggestion for review and rearrangement of the tentative version of the tool.

1.  General comments
There should be significant differences in validation items (questions) and expecting level/depth of their statements (answers) between GISC and DCPC candidates.  Furthermore a viewpoint of ET-GDDP work should be practically considered on the condition that the number of DCPC candidates is larger than the GISC one, e.g. how to comment appropriately and rapidly, how to sort a lot of statements to the categories for assessment, effective feedback to candidates, and summary reports to ICG-WIS and CBS-MG.
Although the tentative input pages of the online editing tool are separated into for GISC and for DCPC candidates, there is almost no difference in their validation contents between the two. This simple way does not meet the requirements for precise assessment and a possible work load. In addition, it may possibly mislead DCPC candidates. (See Annex 1)
It is required to review and rearrange the input pages so that each of GISC, RTH type DCPC and non-RTH type DCPC candidates could be assessed precisely and appropriately without a heavy work load by ET-GDDP.  However it should be noted that as re-design of database such as separation of tables and extension of fields must be required, there may be a limit to the rearranging.

In addition, in a view of effective and timely feedback to candidates, it is beneficial to introduce an interactive method between a candidate and ET-GDDP members.
2.  Review and rearrangement points

(1)  Clarification of assessment level/depth for GISC and DCPC candidates
For a GISC candidate, comprehensive and detailed validation should be required to assure comprehensive capabilities and sustainable operations as an indispensable core of WIS.  Not only outlined statement but also actual quantities and target year should be required in some key items.
On the other hand, focusing on sustainability of operational services, partial and lighter validation may be appropriate for a DCPC candidate due to the large number and functional variety of candidates.

(2)  Selection by a pull-down menu box
Some validation items should be split into a set of pull-down menus so that candidate’s statement can be formulated without ambiguous descriptions.  As the result, an appropriate ET-GDDP comment can be given immediately.  Use of such automatic mechanism will be beneficial in reducing the work load of ET-GDDP members in processing many statements in a short period.
An example of rearrangement points (1) and (2) is shown in Annex 2.

(3)  Interactive notification by e-mail
There should be an input box and a button to send a notification message at the last of an input page.  A candidate must entry an e-mail address to receive feedback from ET-GDDP in the box.  When the candidate completes statement in all items and needs feedback from ET-GDDP, he/she pushes the button to send a notification message addressed to ET-GDDP members.

On the contrary, a notification message by ET-GDDP should be sent to the candidate after completion of ET-GDDP comments.  In ET-GDDP members’ login case, the button functions to send the message to the entry e-mail address.
