Last time were three meetings about Metadata and WIS. 

CCl expert meeting focusing on WCP requirements for Metadata was held in Toulouse, 11-13 March 2009 which involved four (4) ET1.1 experts as well as other experts from WMO and Météo France with special focus on Metadata and WIS.
There was a consensus that CCl needs to further explore the WMO core profile for its suitability to represent the minimum level of description needed for climate metadata exchange.
The meeting reviewed the status of several initiatives and projects related to WIS and Data Management, including presentations by WMO WIS project office and MétéoFrance. The general consensus is that there are great technological advances which will make exchanging climate metadata an easy task from conceptual and implementation point of view.

The two main task can be selected :

· Implementation of the Station Catalogue for the climate data
· Implementation of the metadata for the climate data series

CCl MG to consider the recommendation of Expert meeting to consider a future CCl catalogue reflecting indepth description of climate Metadata to the needed level for climate studies, applications and monitoring.
