Proposal
In BUFR Table B, 0 24 001 and 0 24 007 have footnotes describing Becquerel and Sievert as “new” units with conversion from the standard units of Curie and rem. These footnotes are in the Version 12 of the 2005 tables and were almost certainly wrong before that. We would ask that the meeting consider removing these footnotes as the units are no longer new, and Curie and rem are now obsolete. There should be no need to explain conversions, but if it is considered to be otherwise, they should be in notes to the UoM tables of Common Code Table C-6. 

According to Wikipedia, Becquerel replaced Curie and Sievert replaced Rem in the 1990 Recommendations of International Commission on Radiological Protection and it was originally proposed by the Comité international des poids et mesures (CIPM) 1984, Recommendation 1 (PV, 52, 31 and Metrologia, 1985, 21, 90).
