DISCUSSIONS
The Second meeting of the Inter-Programme Expert Team on Data Representation and Codes (Brasilia, 31 August to 3 September 2010) recommended addition of a Note under Class 20 referring to descriptor 0 20 054 (True direction from which a phenomenon or clouds are moving) for validation. The discussion with Ms. Sibylle Krebber (DWD), Mr. Atsushi Shimazaki (WMO Secretariat) and Mr. Alexander Kats (RHMS) has resulted into the following proposals. 
PROPOSAL
It is proposed to modify the name of 0 20 054 to read:
True direction of a phenomenon or clouds 
It is proposed to add a Note under Class 20:
0 20 054 (True direction of a phenomenon or clouds) shall be used to indicate true direction from which a phenomenon or clouds are moving or in which they are observed. 0 20 054 value 0 shall indicate "stationary or no clouds" or "observed at the station" whereas value 500 shall indicate "observed in all directions" and value 501 shall indicate "unknown or clouds invisible".
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
