DISCUSSIONS
Requirements and purposes of the proposal along with other background information should be specified so that it could be excerpted to the summary of meeting reports with minimum changes.
PROPOSAL
Amendments should be identified with words, for example, "amend", "add" or "delete", referring to existing texts in the Manual to be "amended" or "deleted" or where new texts are "added".  If appropriate, the order of amendment texts should be aligned to the order in the Manual.
BUFR/CREX templates to be included in the Attachment to FM 95 CREX or the Attachment I to B/C Regulations, which have no regulatory status, could be shown in a flexible form with additional columns and explanatory notes for correct encoding and decoding.

Stages of proposal in formality could be categorized; (a) drafting stage (drafting of a recomendation), (b) validation stage (validation of the draft recommendation), (c) formality stage (formality of the draft recommendation underway), (d) implementation stage (awaiting implemen-tation), and (e) operational stage (official implementation).

Pre-operational stage (practical implementation) is available in principle within stage (d) to accommodate urgent user needs.
