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Summary and Purpose of Document
This document provides a qualitative summary of the status of the Migration to Table-Driven Code Forms in Regional Association IV.

DISCUSSION
While progress remained slow overall, qualitative evidence of migration activity from various members was observed on several occasions, and there is reason to believe that the Migration has gained momentum in RA IV.

In the past few years, there had been a few spontaneous requests for information or assistance to either Mr Ator or Mr Pelletier, but in the absence of a concerted migration plan for RA IV or an agreed-upon monitoring strategy, progress was, and remains, difficult to monitor.  
In early June, 2012, following efficient collaboration between NWS, MSC and WMO staff in Costa Rica, Mr Arthur Rolle, President of RA IV, issued a letter to the Permanent Representatives of RA IV.  The letter, show in annex, reminded the PRs of the Migration. Further, it contained a request for a status report from members and for the assistance of members toward the creation of a regional MTDCF implementation Work Group.  The letter resulted in only a handful of contacts but, nevertheless, it is expected that it raised awareness and had a positive impact toward the Migration among RA IV members.
Neither Canada nor the U.S. perform quantitative monitoring of the progress of the MTDCF in RA IV. Still, monitoring performed by the WMO shows a clear increase in the number of bulletins produced in RA IV. This trend should be nurtured and Mr Ator and Mr Pelletier intend to renew contact with RA IV staff to explore how reporting and coordination on the Migration could be improved in RA IV.
