AMDAR IMPLEMENTATION

3.1
Report on the status of the AMDAR programme and on plans for future activities


The Chairperson, the Technical Co-ordinator (TC) and project leaders will inform the meeting about progress achieved in implementing the AMDAR Programme since the last meeting in Petaling Jaya, Selangor, Malaysia, November 2008. Reports will be presented on progress achieved in implementing the four high priority projects, namely the coordination of national and regional programmes, improvements of data exchange and quality control, and the pilot projects in Southwest Pacific and the North African and Western Asian Regions.  The Chairperson, the TC, and other participants will be invited to brief the meeting on plans for future AMDAR activities and in particular, the AMDAR relation to WMO Integrated Global Observing Systems (WIGOS), the development of an AMDAR data policy, the required updates to the AMDAR Reference Manual, the standardisation of AMDAR Software Specifications and Solutions and the progress on humidity measurements.

Action items from the Eleventh Meeting of the AMDAR Panel


The Panel will be invited to review the progress made in addressing action items identified by its last meeting.

Reports on activities by the Panel sub-groups


The meeting will respectively be informed by the Chairpersons of the Training Sub-Group and the Science and Technical Sub-group about their activities.

3.4 Status reports on national and regional AMDAR programmes

3.4.1
Established AMDAR programmes


National and Regional AMDAR programmes’ representatives at the meeting will report on the operational status of their respective AMDAR programmes and on related major issues.  The Meeting may wish to discuss important issues arising from these reports, in particular, the need for regional coordination and cooperation.

3.4.2
New, emerging and potential AMDAR programmes


The AMDAR TC and Panel members will inform the meeting about contacts established since the last meeting of the Panel with WMO Members who have decided to establish or are considering the development of a national or regional AMDAR programme.

3.4.3
New technologies


The AMDAR TC and some members will inform the meeting on progress made in the development and implementation of new technologies as alternatives to the existing standard avionics / ACARS-based systems that included, among others, TAMDAR, AFIRS, WVSS-II and communication issues. Panel members will be invited to consider the potential of these new systems in addressing, in particular, the leadership and coordination roles of the Panel and WMO and specific development difficulties in their own countries.

3.5 Status of the WIGOS Pilot Project for AMDAR

The Chairperson, the Secretariat, and other participants will be invited to brief the Meeting on status and progress achieved for the WIGOS Pilot Project for AMDAR. The meeting will also be invited to discuss and make recommendations for the future implementation of AMDAR into WIGOS.

4.1
Status of the AMDAR Trust Fund and review of related matters

e) Terms of Reference and the job description of the Technical Co-ordinator.
4.5 QMF requirements for observational data

The meeting will be informed by the Secretariat on activities related to the WMO Quality Management Framework (QMF) and the role of QMF for AMDAR and aircraft observations.
4.6 Develop future governance for the AMDAR Programme


The meeting will be invited to examine the requirements for the future governance of the AMDAR Programme and to develop a proposal that can be put forward to the CBS.
