AMDAR – KENYA STATUS

Kenya Meteorological Department has continued with negotiations of installing AMDAR with Kenya Airways for the last two years.

Unfortunately, there was a misunderstanding between the two entities on the functions of AMDAR with some thinking it was AIREPS.

I have taken any available opportunity through local and regional forums to promote the importance and understanding of AMDAR and specifically the advantage of Kenya Airways having AMDAR Systems on board.

There is need for an intervention through a visit by the WMO Secretariat lead on Aircraft Observations or the AMDAR Panel Chairman or both in the near future to give this effort an impetus.

We have also been unable to download AMDAR data for our region including any profile for aircrafts descending or taking off from Jomo Kenyatta International Airport, Nairobi. The Kenya Meteorological Department would appreciate guidance on the steps that would be required to carry this out for data reception.  

Our negotiations with Kenya Airways is still on, but is it possible to have a comprehensive figure on how much Met Dept will spend for on board and ground systems. 
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
