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Summary and Purpose of Document

Activities of the CBS Lead Centre-Deutscher Wetterdienst for the period from November 2009 to September 2011 are reported. 
DWD activities as CBS Lead Centre for GCOS for the WMO RA VI from Nov. 2009 to Sep. 2011
1. Improving the availability and correctness of CLIMAT reports world-wide

DWD continued its effort in improving the receipt and quality of CLIMAT messages not only from GSN stations, but also from all CLIMAT stations included in the Regional Basic Climatological Network (RBCN). 

DWD inserts CLIMAT reports in GTS received by e-mail for countries, which have difficulties with the access to GTS to improve the availability of CLIMAT reports.

DWD contacted the NMHS’s around the world, in case of missing or erroneous reports and supported several countries to overcome format problems in their messages. The success of these informations to the countries depends on the correctness in the list of NATIONAL FOCAL POINTS for GCOS AND RELATED CLIMATOLOGICAL DATA (RBCN) and on the activity of the nominated national focal point. 

To support the Lead Centres in their tasks, DWD started in July 2010 to send the monthly monitoring results of the CLIMAT reports received up to the 20th of a month via e-mail to the chairs of the CBS Lead Centres for their area of responsibility.
