IOS Related Meetings in 2008
1. According to the Work Plan of the expert teams and rapporteurs approved by the Commission for Basic Systems at its Extraordinary session (CBS-Ext.(06)), Seoul, Republic of Korea, 9–16 November 2006, the following IOS related meeting are planned to support the teams in their deliberations:
· Workshop on OSEs and OSSEs, Geneva , March 2008;

· ET-AWS, Geneva, April 2008;

· Task Team on regulatory Material, Geneva, May 2008;

· ET-SUP, place TBD, June 2008;

· ET-SAT, place TBD, June 2008;

· ET-EGOS, place TBD, June 2008;

· ICT-IOS, Geneva, September 2008.
2. The ET-EGOS may wish to prepare working documents for the above-mentioned meetings as regards the outcomes of the ET-EGOS-3, especially the revised vision for the GOS.
3. With the reference of the CBS-XIV to be tentatively held in October/November 2008, it is expected that the ET should make sure that all its deliverables according to the TOR/Work Plan are concluded in June 2008.  

Template/structure of the ET report to ICT-IOS

4. As it was decided at ICT-IOS meeting in 2006, reports of OPAG-IOS expert teams should follow a common layout.  It is, therefore, foreseen that the ET-EGOS activities and deliverables achieved since CBS-Ext.(06) should be presented to ICT-IOS in the following format/structure:
(a) Introduction (executive summary of no more than half a page);
(b) Achievements (main deliverables in a bulleted form and linked to the TOR as approved by the CBS-XIII);
(c) Issues (problems encountered and risks identified); 
(d) Recommendations (any proposal/conclusion of the ET-EGOS requiring financial support or implementation action by Members, proposals for Secretariat action and proposals requiring coordination with other CBS expert teams or rapporteurs or other WMO bodies should be recorded as recommendation to CBS-XIV and submitted to the ICT-IOS for prior consideration);   
(e) Future Work Plan (proposal of high priorities areas to be address by the ET in future within the overall framework of the WMO Strategic Plan).

ET-EGOS may wish to comment on the overall effectiveness of this arrangement, develop amendments, if any, to further improve the reporting process and allocate individual responsibilities to accomplish the above tasks.
