REPORT OF THE CHAIRPERSON

The Chairperson will report on the activities carried out since the last meeting of the Expert Team (ET-EGOS-5, Geneva, Switzerland, 30 November – 4 December 2009).
3.
GUIDANCE FROM CHAIRPERSON OF THE OPAG-IOS

The Meeting will be briefed by the CBS OPAG-IOS Chairperson regarding guidance for the Expert Team in the light of recommendations and resolutions of CBS-Ext 2010 (Windhoek, Namibia, 17 to 24 November 2010) and of relevant resolutions by EC-LXII (June 2010), Cg-XVI (16 May – 3 June 2011), EC-LXIII (6-8 June 2011), and preparation of ET report to the ICT-IOS-7 (second quarter, 2012) and CBS-XV (Autumn 2012). Special consideration will be given to the role and responsibilities of CBS and its expert teams vis-à-vis WMO Integrated Global Observing System.
4.
Progress on ET-EGOS WORK PLAN for CBS


The meeting will review progress regarding the detailed Work Plan based on the guidance of CBS-Ext 2010.
5. 
REVIEW OF ACTIONS


Actions from the previous session (ET-EGOS-5) will be reviewed.  The progress made against each item will be reviewed and changes and updates to the action items will be made as required.

6.
REVIEW OF OTHER ACTIVITIES RELATED TO ET- EGOS AND OPAG-IOS


The Meeting will be informed by designated experts and the WMO Secretariat on the activities within WMO and other international programmes / projects relevant to the OPAG-IOS and ET-EGOS, including THORPEX, IPY legacy, AMMA and its Second International Science Plan for 2010 to 2020, AMDAR, GCOS, and its 2010 update of the Implementation Plan for the Global Observing System for Climate in Support of the UNFCCC (GCOS-138), and recent developments in EUCOS. 
7.
WMO Integrated Global Observing System (WIGOS)

The Meeting will be briefed on the status of the development of WIGOS concept and outcomes of WMO Sixteenth Congress in this regard, including the WIGOS Concept of Operations (CONOPS), WIGOS Development and Implementation Strategy (WDIP), and the  WIGOS Implementation Plan (WIP), and adopted Congress Resolution regarding the implementation of WIGOS during the next financial period. It will also identify other potential activities contributing to WIGOS.
8.
ROLLING REVIEW OF REQUIREMENTS AND STATEMENTS OF GUIDANCE
8.1
Review database of User Requirements 

The meeting will review progress regarding the strategy endorsed by CBS-Ext 2010 for the Evolution and future hosting of the WMO Database of Observational user requirements and observing system capabilities (RRR Database). It will review actions 6 and 7 from the previous ET-EGOS meeting (response to Dr Bizzarri proposals on UR database).

The Meeting will review the current status of the RRR Database, including recent changes to the database. Of particular interest will be the new list of standardized variables, as well as the new format of the user requirements as reflected in the current version of the database available from the WMO web site. The Meeting will be also invited to consider proposed changes and recommend relevant actions.

8.2
Review database of Observing System Capabilities

The Meeting will review the status of the Observing System Capabilities part of the RRR Database, including any proposed changes to the database. The Meeting will be also invited to consider proposed changes and recommend relevant actions.
8.3
Statements of Guidance (SoGs)

Current status of all SoGs, as held by the WMO Secretariat, will be presented by the Secretariat. The Meeting will review available updates on individual SoGs to be provided by the nominated Pont of Contacts within specific application areas. ET-EGOS will also respond to the requirements of CBS-Ext.(2010) to ensure that any particular requirements of Polar Meteorology are captured through the ongoing RRR process. Similarly, it will ensure that requirements of GFCS are also captured through RRR process. In this regards, ET-EGOS will assess whether there is a need to define new application areas.

9.
OBSERVING SYSTEM STUDIES



The Meeting will review the current activities with OSEs/OSSEs with emphasis on the design of the future of the GOS, it will consider proposal for new OSEs/OSSEs to be promoted by ET-EGOS and will discuss preparations for the next workshop.
10.
Implementation Plan for the Evolution of global observing systems (EGOS-IP)


The meeting will review Guidance from the last Executive Councils and the Sixteenth Congress on issues related to WIGOS for consideration as part of the new EGOS-IP.

The Meeting will review feedback from National Focal Points concerning the EGOS-IP, it will review the progress and actions related to the surface-based and space-based sub-systems parts of the current EGOS-IP – responding to the vision of the GOS for 2015 – and will review and discuss the draft of the new EGOS-IP based on new Vision for the GOS in 2025 and WIGOS needs.
Following CBS-Ext 2010 request, the Team will discuss its collaboration with the EC Panel of Experts on Polar Observations, Research and Services (EC-PORS) on issues of mutual interest, and address how polar observations can be considered in the new EGOS-IP.
11.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS


Any items of business requiring attention of the Expert Team, but not covered above, will be considered.
12.
PREPARATION FOR THE FORTHCOMING CBS MEETINGS


The Meeting will agree on a draft report and an action plan that will be reviewed and further discussed at the seventh ET-EGOS meeting (provisionally June 2012), and then presented to the seventh session of ICT-IOS to be held shortly after. It will also discuss the preparation of documents to CBS-XV (Autumn 2012).
