In the majority of assessments on the needs for operational monitoring of atmospheric composition the driving application areas under consideration are:

· Air quality including long-range transport of pollutants

· Stratospheric ozone and surface UV

· Composition-climate interaction.

The only notable exceptions to this are 1) the EUMETSAT MTG User Consultation process in which the requirements for observations of Atmospheric Composition were considered within the meteorological application areas of global NWP, regional NWP and Nowcasting and Very-Short Range Forecasting, and 2) NASA decadal survey which has a very broad scope and which was structured in an interdisciplinary way such that atmospheric chemistry was an important driver in the deliberations of several panels.

A number of Gap Analyses for the Space based component relevant to Atmospheric Composition Monitoring have been carried out in recent years. These include the ESA Capacity Study, the EUMETSAT post-EPS User Consultation process, NASA’s Decadal Survey, the CEOS ACC Gap Analysis, and the Dossier on the Space-Based Component of the GOS. 

Of these the most recent and most comprehensive is the CEOS ACC Gap Analysis. The WMO Dossier is referenced within the CEOS ACC Gap Analysis however it is noted that whilst the WMO report is extensive, covering 29 instrument types and including composition measurements, it focuses on meteorology also including surface and radiation budget instruments. Although wide in scope it does not cover instrument performance or application areas in detail. It is considered nevertheless to provide a useful reference for some instrument types relevant to atmospheric composition.“The Earth Observation Handbook, Climate Change Special Edition 2008”, http://www.eohandbook.com/, prepared for CEOS by ESA is also highlighted as a useful reference.

From the GAW Strategic Plan, 2008 – 2015, GAW Report No. 172:

Action 25 is a well recognised gap in the current plans for future satellite missions. EUMETSAT does not include any limb-sounding missions in its future mission planning and the GMES Sentinels do not include such a mission. The plans for IR and MW limb-scanning missions are largely restricted to the research arena such as the competitive ESA Earth Explorer Programme and NASA’s decadal Survey mission Tier 2 missions for which funding and approval is by no means certain. NPP will include the OMPS limb mission which will address the long-term ozone record but not water vapour or other species. The status with respect to NPOESS is currently unclear.

Action 26 recalls the need for sustained surface-observations to support the validation of satellite data products which is typically weakly addressed in space programme planning. See also Tasks 3.14 and 3.16 in the GAW strategic plan. A response from ET-EGOS with respect to reinforcing the need for satellite operators to address the requirements for surface-based observations in the planning stage would be valuable. A forum for dialogue between surface-based observation providers and satellite operators would also be useful to determine the utility of surface-based observations for this purpose. For example the interpretation of surface-based FTIR measurements for validation of satellite data can be complex when one considers the characteristics of the instrument sensitivity and the air-mass sampled. However this is best handled within the GAW program and is anticipated in Task 3.16 of the GAW strategic plan.
