SPACE PROGRAMME ACTIONS REGARDING THE EGOS-IP
1.1 Actions agreed at ET-EGOS-6
In response to the recommendations from the sixth meeting of the Expert Team on Satellite Systems (ET-SAT-6), a number of actions have been agreed at ET-EGOS-6 regarding the satellite related aspects of the Implementation Plan for Evolution of Global Observing Systems (EGOS-IP).  These actions are recorded in Annex XI of the Final Report of ET-EGOS-6.
·  All these actions have been implemented in Versions 10 and above of  EGOS-IP.

1.2 Subsequent actions
Taking into account the ongoing evolution of satellite status and plans, the initial activities of the Inter-Programme Coordination Team on Space Weather (ICTSW), the deliberations of the Expert Team on Satellite Utilization and Products (ET-SUP), the draft EGOS-IP has been further reviewed within the Space Programme. 
·     The outcome of this review will be communicated after the seventh meeting of ET-SAT, to be held from 17 to 19 April 2012.

	The Space Programme office has contacted the GOOS Project office at UNESCO/IOC, Dr Albert Fischer. On 27/10/2011, Dr Fischer indicated that:

- GOOS requirements should be recorded in the RRR process.
- the input from JCOMM (for ocean and coastal services) and from GCOS (for climate research, monitoring, prediction, and emerging services) currently cover the global needs of GOOS.
- GOOS is restructuring its governance and panels, and  cannot offer a focal point at the moment for updating the old GOOS requirements in the RRR
- a strong activity in requirements-setting (beyond climate and ocean/coastal services) will be spinning up, so the GOOS requirements should remain visible, even if currently outdated.
- a possible application area of GOOS that could be addressed (on top of JCOMM and GCOS/OOPC) is ocean biodiversity monitoring .
