STATUS OF TT-WRM
Role of the Task Team on WIGOS Regulatory Material

1.
Oversight and guidance of the WIGOS framework implementation is undertaken by WMO Executive Council, at the request of Congress. In turn, EC formed the ICG-WIGOS (Inter-commission Coordination Group on WIGOS) to carry out this role.

2.
ICG-WIGOS has formed a number of teams to tackle some high priority steps towards WIGOS implementation:

· the Task Team on WIGOS Implementation Plan (TT-WIP) met early in 2012 and prepared the WIGOS Implementation Plan (WIP). Subsequently each of the six Regional Associations has drafted or adopted a Regional WIP, closely aligned with the WIP. ICG-WIGOS decided early in 2013 that the work of this team had been completed hence it did not need to continue;

· the Task Team on WIGOS Regulatory Material (TT-WRM) met late in 2012 to commence its work;

· the Task Team on WIGOS Metadata (TT-WMD) met early in 2013 to commence its work;

· a new Task Team on WIGOS Quality Management (TT-WQM) was formed early in 2013 but is yet  to meet.

3.
TT-WRM has Terms of Reference as listed in ATTACHMENT 1. The central item is to update the Technical Regulations and to develop the Manual on WIGOS (with the concept that the Manual on GOS will over time phase out). Also, a WIGOS Guide is to be developed (also with the concept that the Guide to the GOS will phase out).
Progress of the TT-WRM so far

4.
The first meeting of TT-WRM successfully developed a clear understanding of the scope of the task to be undertaken by the team, a document structure for the WIGOS regulatory material (as summarised in ATTACHMENT 2) and a distribution of components of the document for drafting by members of the task team, each supported by identified contacts in the Secretariat. 
5.
A number of teleconferences (via the WMO Webex facility) have been held so that team members could share their progress and raise questions for discussion and clarification.

6.
The team will meet again in the week following IPET-WIFI, starting Monday 17 June, to complete the draft document.

Areas of interaction between the TT-WRM and IPET-WIFI

7.
There is a significant alignment of roles between the TT-WRM and the IPET-WIFI, so that collaborative interactions will lead to enhanced progress for both teams. The IPET-WIFI Task 1 (WIGOS Regulatory Material) is the most obvious area for collaborative interaction. TT-WRM will benefit from the IPET-WIFI's relevant technical knowledge of the GOS through contributions to:

· assisting or reviewing the transcription of material from the Manual on the GOS into the WIGOS regulatory material, particularly for sections 2, 3 and 7;

· Planning the structure and content of the WIGOS Guide and transcribing material from the Guide to the GOS;

· Planning the transition and eventual phase out of the Manual and Guide to the GOS; and
· Review and update of the technical regulations related to GOS and those applicable to all WIGOS component systems, as they are transcribed into WIGOS material and also through subsequent ongoing processes.

8.
The other tasks of IPET-WIFI can be expected to generate some regulatory and guidance material for WMO Members, particularly tasks 4, 5, 6 and 8 but also possibly tasks 2 and 9. That material needs to be included in the WIGOS Manual or Guide, either in the original version or subsequent updates.

ATTACHMENT 1
TT-WRM Terms of Reference:

In accordance with guidance and recommendations of Cg-XVI, EC and ICG-WIGOS-1:

1.
To develop a high-level WIGOS-Functional Architecture;

2.
To review WMO Technical Regulations (WMO-No. 49), Volume I General Meteorological Standards and Recommended Practices and other relevant regulatory material and make proposal for updates vis-à-vis WIGOS Manual;

3.
To develop the WMO Manual and Guide on WIGOS;

4.
To develop mechanisms for the update and maintenance of the Manual and Guide on WIGOS and, in order to maintain structural relationships between related documents, develop complementary mechanisms for the update and maintenance of related documents (existing, planned and future Manuals and Guides, such as GOS Manual, GAW Manual, WHyCOS Manual, and GCW Manual).

5.
To submit the WMO Manual and Guide on WIGOS to the ICG-WIGOS for its coordination with and reporting to EC and for its eventual recommendation for approval by Cg-XVII;

6.
To coordinate regularly with the ICG-WIGOS as needed and report at least annually to the ICG-WIGOS on the progress;

7.
To complete its tasks by July 2015.
