Revision of the Manual on the GOS before Cg-XVII

Mr Russell Stringer, the Chair of the IPET-WIFI Sub-Group on WIGOS Regulatory Material will describe and lead discussion on plans for carrying out a revision of the Manual on the GOS to reflect changes required to ensure consistency with the WIGOS Manual, in time for the updated GOS Manual to accompany the WIGOS Manual and WIGOS Technical Regulations when they are presented for approval to Cg-XVII.

Metadata
Mr Karl Monnik, the Chair of the IPET-WIFI Sub-Group on WIGOS Meta Data, will describe and lead discussion on what is required of this Sub-Group by the ICG-WIGOS Task Team on Metadata, in terms of reviewing the WIGOS Core Metadata Standard, and the progess achieved by the Sub-Group to date in complementing the work of TT-WMD by preparing a detailed standard describing the additional requirements for GOS interpretation Metadata.

Quality Management

He will also lead discussion on the IPET’s plans for and initial consideration of new standard pratices and procedures that might be included within the WIGOS Framework.
