Overall Status:

The general structure of the report and the approach has been established. This approach follows closely the proposal submitted to the Panel.

Structure:  The intent is to examine, as far as is possible, the following areas of benefits:


The value of the AMDAR data:

1. Directly to the airlines.

2. In the Models

3. In products and services

Initially, thought was given to examining the value to the public, but that impact is very difficult to tease out given the many factors involved.  As has been suggested by Carl Weiss, the main emphasis will be on the value to the airlines.

Progress on Deliverables:  The first deliverable is to provide a bibliography of relevant source material.  The contract was finalized 7 February, so the deliverable is due 7 March 2011.  A search of the Internet revealed some 600 or so entries for automated aircraft reports.  I am putting what I consider the most important (there are many duplicates) into a database that can be searched.

Assistance needed from the Panel:
1. References and source material that the Panel members consider to be especially relevant.

2. Contacts in the airline industry that would be valuable to interact with.
