2. ENTRY FORMALITIES

All participants traveling to Kenya need entry visas, except for the nationals of Tanzania, Uganda, Ethiopia and Eritrea. Participants from countries with Kenyan diplomatic missions or consulates should apply for and secure visas prior to their departure for Nairobi.

In countries where Kenya has no diplomatic representation, visas are obtainable from the local British High Commission. Where neither Kenya nor Britain has diplomatic representation, the participant(s) should inform the Local Coordinator, at the very latest by 15 August 2006 to help the Organizing Committee arrange for issuance of visas at the Airport in Nairobi.

3. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

Travelers to Kenya are required to have a certificate of inoculation against yellow fever. Those without are subject to quarantine.
4. CURRENCY

Kenya’s local currency is the Shilling.  1 US $ is approximately 70 Kenya shillings.  One can change all major currencies (US$, UK£, EURO, Swiss Franks, J-Yen) either at the airport or in downtown Nairobi.  All major banks offer Bureau de Change services from Monday to Friday (9.00 a.m. – 3.00 p.m).  Forex Bureaus are also numerous in town and operate up to 5.00 p.m. Credit cards for payments of hotel and other charges are accepted in some hotels but not in all. One is therefore advised to carry adequate cash for such transactions.
