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Executive Summary

The meeting of the coordinators/rapporteurs of the Working Group on Planning and Implementation of the World Weather Watch in Region VI was held at the DWD conference and training centre in Langen (Germany) from 23 to 25 January 2007 under the chairmanship of Dr Jochen Dibbern.

The meeting reviewed the first status reports presented by the coordinators/rapporteurs. It defined a time schedule for the finalisation of the first reports and for the preparation of the second reports.

The meeting prepared a work plan for the working group, taking into account the terms of references of the sub-groups and rapporteurs as approved by XIV-RA VI and the objectives of the RA VI action plan.

1.
OPENING OF THE SESSION (agenda item 1)

1.1 The meeting of the coordinators/rapporteurs of the Working Group on Planning and Implementation of the World Weather Watch in Region VI was held at the DWD conference and training centre in Langen  (Germany) from 23 to 25 January 2007. 

1.2 On behalf of the President of DWD, Dr G. Steinhorst, Head of Business Area Weather Forecasting, welcomed the participants to the meeting. He referred to the fourteenth session of the Regional Association (XIV-RA VI) (Heidelberg, September 2005), highlighting the main outcomes of the working group during the last intersession period and the challenges for the new established working group. He wished the meeting every success.

WORKING ARRANGEMENTS (agenda item 2)

2.1 The session adopted the agenda as given at the beginning of the report. The session agreed on its working hours. The list of participants is shown at the beginning of the report.

STATUS REPORTS OF THE COORDINATORS/RAPPORTEURS (agenda item 3)

3.2 The reports should be finalised by the end of February 2007. The meeting particularly invited the Coordinator of the Sub-group on Regional Aspects of the IOS, who could not participate in the meeting, to submit his report as soon as possible. Since XIV-RA VI requested the working group to keep under review the development of INSPIRE, the meeting also recommended that the UK Met Office, representing RA VI in the INSPIRE work programmes, prepare a report on the aspects of the development of INSPIRE that are relevant to RA VI Members.

3.3 The chairman of the working group should submit his first report, based on the reports of the coordinators/rapporteurs, to the President of RA VI by the end of April 2007 before the meeting of the RA VI Management Group scheduled in May 2007.

3.4 The next reports of the coordinators/rapporteurs should be submitted to the chairman by April 2008 before the meeting of the working group scheduled in Autumn 2008.

3.5 The chairman of the working group should submit his second report, based on the outcomes of the Autumn 2008 meeting, to the President of RA VI in Spring 2009 before the fifteenth session of RA VI scheduled in 2009.

3.6 The meeting recommended:

· That the development of the METEOALARM project be followed by the Sub-group on Regional Aspects of the PWS

· To draw the attention of the RA VI Management Group to possible duplications in the activities of the Sub-group on Regional Aspects of the PWS and the Working Group on Natural Disaster Prevention and Mitigation

· To arrange for the international advisers (INTAD6) to contribute to the activities of the Ad Hoc Group on WWW-related Cooperation Activities

· To invite RA VI Members to update the CBS software registry, informing WMO Members on the software packages offered for the implementation of the WWW, in particular to encourage the update and use by INTAD6

· To encourage the participation of RA VI Members in the workshop on the migration to table-driven code forms scheduled in 2007.

· That the WMO/EUMETNET Representative in Brussels (EUMETRep) and the chairman of the WG on DPM be invited to participate in the meeting of the working group in 2008

· That EUMETNET be invited in the RA VI Technical Conference on European Meteorological Infrastructure scheduled in 2008

4.
WORK PLAN FOR WG-PIW (agenda item 4)

4.1 The most important outcome of XIV-RA VI was a decision to develop the Regional Strategic Plan for the Enhancement of National Meteorological and Hydrological Services (NMHSs). The RA VI Members also approved the adoption of an Action Plan for implementation while the Strategic Plan is being developed. It builds on the nine strategies contained in the Sixth WMO Long-Term Plan (2004-2011). Monitoring of the current Action Plan will provide useful input to the development of the Strategic Plan. The RAVI Strategic Plan should be linked to the WMO Strategic Plan (2008-2011) and be valid for the same time period. This would require the final draft of the RA VI Strategic Plan to be presented to the RA VI President and the Management Group at the side event of the 15th WMO Congress. The meeting invited the coordinators to prepare their input for monitoring of the current Action Plan and to refer their specific elements of the work plan to the requirements from the draft RA VI Strategic Plan as well as to provide comments to the wording of the draft RA VI Strategic Plan.
4.2 The meeting prepared a work plan for the working group, taking into account the terms of references of the sub-groups and rapporteurs as approved by XIV-RA VI and the objectives of the RA VI action plan. The coordinators, who could not participate in the meeting, were invited to send their comments on the work plan to the chairman of the working group.

4.3 The meeting invited the coordinators to consider extending the membership of their sub-group when the membership is felt inadequate to carry out the work plan. For example, the membership of the Sub-group on Regional Aspects of the ISS only comprises the two coordinators and three experts; the meeting felt that the coordinators should contact other experts such as the RTH focal points in Region VI with a view to extending the membership of the sub-group. The designation of new members should be submitted to the WMO Secretariat by the Permanent Representatives of the WMO Member countries concerned.
